Lupulesku maintains a strong presence on the WTT circuit
and remains one of Serbia’s most consistent performers. Her steady climb through international
competition reflects resilience and a continuous push to raise her level.

CAREER

Izabela Lupulesku (born 7 November 1999, Serbia) is one of the country’s top table tennis players,
known for her versatility across singles, doubles, and mixed events. A long-time national team
member, she made her Olympic debut at Paris 2024 and has represented Serbia at multiple
European and World Championships. Her breakthrough came in 2025 when she won her first
senior national singles title and reached the Round of 32 at the World Championships in Doha.
Competing regularly on the WTT circuit, she continues to grow her presence internationally while
serving as a key figure in Serbia’s national squad.

LEGACY AND FUTURE GOALS

Lupulesku is regarded as a leading figure in Serbian women’s table tennis, praised for her
consistency, resilience, and leadership within the national team. Her 2025 national title and World
Championship run confirmed her status as a top competitor on the rise. Looking ahead, she aims
to break into the ITTF top 50, make deeper runs in WTT events, and play a central role in Serbia’s
quest for team success at upcoming European and World competitions.
